Some Rules and Expectations:

1.
Our trip will involve some work projects.  It is expected that each person will share in equal responsibility for getting this work done.  Please do so without the advisors or others having to push you. 

2.
As a general rule, group planning will be done and decisions will be made democratically.  However, because advisors have final responsibility, they also have final authority.  For the health of community life, all participants are expected to respect the advisors’ decisions.

3.
Please do not wander off alone.  Stay in groups of two or three while in public.

4. Alcoholic beverages and drugs (other than medicines required by physical conditions and indicated on the appropriate forms) will not be used during the trip.  Alcoholic beverages may not be purchased for consumption or as gifts.  If you are a smoker, arrangements need to be made with the group leaders and only with explicit parental consent.

5. Sleep is a priority.  The goals of the trip cannot be met and safety insured if people are exhausted.  Our group will set its own curfew, which all members must respect.

6.         At all times, exercise respect for others in the group, find the gifts each person has to offer and focus     on them up as you are able.   Safety is of the utmost importance.  Use your common sense on the worksite and around the town.
